prepared and a pre-seed

As a result, areas of the Lawn 
will be  fenced off to allow the 
new seed to ‘take’. Obviously, 
the appearance of the Lawn 
during these works will be  
considerably worse than at pre-
sent.   However, it is hoped 
that once these works have 
been undertaken, the Lawn will, 
once again,  be restored to it’s 
former glory.  

But this will not be the 
end of the story.   To en-
sure the management of 
the grassed areas is im-
proved, the booking sys-
tem for the Lawn will be 
revised to ensure that 
future use of the Lawn 
does not cause permanent 
damage. 
Smaller events will there-
fore be held on the hard-
standing areas rather than 
on the grass or, where 
possible, on the smaller 
area of grass behind the 
bandstand, adjacent to the 
Bowling Green. 
In addition, in order to 
allow the Lawn to ‘rest’, a 
cut-off date for bookings 
will be agreed annually.  
This will also allow any 
necessary renovation 
works to be carried out in 
the early Autumn. 

Regeneration Consultation Continues…  

Dawlish Town Council has 
been aware for some time 
of residents’ concerns over 
the appearance of the 
Lawn. 
Heavy use over a period of 
many years has resulted in 
the grassed areas becoming 
‘tired’. 
In recent weeks, the Town 
Council has been working 
hard with other agencies to 
ensure that the centrepiece of 
the Town receives the atten-
tion it deserves. 
Starting in the second week of 
September, (weather permit-
ting) the District Council will 
undertake the renovation of 
the grassed areas: 
? ? The Lawn surface will be 

de-compacted to a depth 
of 500mm  

? ? the top 100mm will be 
reduced  

? ?  a top dressing of sandy 
loam will be placed over 
the entire surface, raising 
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Mr. Andrew Childs, the Re-
generation Co-ordinator 
reports that visitor consultations 
have been undertaken during the 
summer months and they are 
well on course to form the  
Issues Groups to carry forward 
the next stage of the consulta-

tion process. 
During the next few months, 
the issues raised by local     
residents and visitors will be 
carefully considered by the 
groups and a draft action plan 
will be put before a public meet-
ing  for discussion.  The date of 

the Meeting has not yet been fixed 
but full details will appear in this 
newsletter and in the local press.
